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Disorganization Breeds Distraction 

 
As I sit here trying to type an article on organization, Iôm looking through the clutter that is in my office trying to find this 

nice little desk top picture someone gave me of the Peanuts character Pig Pen with some quaint little phrase about 

organization, clutter and messesé.Who else loves the irony? 
The reality is, regardless of your personality or business habits, disorganization has the ability to impact us all. For those that 

who become physically ill from watching the TV show ñHoardersò for too long, the slightest bit of disorganization can 

become horribly painful.  For people who embrace chaos and argue ñI know where everything isò, disorganization will 

eventually own us. For business owners, either of these situations can be disastrous. Outside of a general state of disorder and 

stress, disorganization creates opportunities for poor customer service, painful accounting mishaps and a lack of 

professionalism to mention a few. So here are some things I suggest when talking with clients here at the SBDC and preach 

to myself on a regular basis: 

 

Start Early ï There is no better time to start getting organized then the present. Donôt wait for piles to overtake your 

desk. Start each new initiative with an appropriate level of organization you plan to stick to. That may be a filing 

system, a communication plan within your team or a brainstorming session to kick off a new effort. The best way to 

address disorganization is by not letting it happen in the first place. 

 

Donôt Over- Organize ï Yes, you can be too organized. Iôve seen it time and time again. Owners see a need to address 

organization, whether itôs in time sheets, AR, AP, CRM, HR, etc, and their response is to design the Lexus of 

systems that taxes everyone involved. Identify a plan of organization keeping in mind time, monetary limitations, 

personnel resources and an overall ñstress factorò.  If itôs too complicated, you wonôt stick with it and others will 

hate it. 

 

There are No Lost Causes ï Donôt ever get to the point where you throw your hands up and say ñI canôt do this, Iôm 

throwing in the towelò. You CANôT let it beat you. Disorganization is the proverbial ñelephant in the roomò that 

pairs well with the time-honored question of ñhow do you eat an elephantò? The same answer applies, ñone bite at a 

timeò. Take joy in small organizational successes, whether itôs organizing a pile on your desk or one department in 

your company.   

 

Find the Method that Works Best for You ï 

for some of you, technology may be the 

answer, for others, it may be more hands-

on methodologies.  There are some great 

brainstorming and organizational programs 

Iôd suggest trying like Mindview Mind 

Mapping that help bring a lot of concepts 

and initiatives onto a nice, organized 

document.  For others, a solid Excel 

spreadsheet may help.  Some may just 

prefer tried and true filing schemes and 

desktop organizers.  Whatever your style 

is, find something that works for you that 

makes organization easier for you, not a 

laborious and daunting task. 

 
Donôt let disorganization distract you from 

accomplishing your businessesô vision and goals.
